Our global food system is under transformation. For decades, it has impoverished the earth, by costing it hundreds of animal and plant species, releasing gigatons of carbon emissions and costing real human lives. The way we produce, distribute and consume food is not up to the task of feeding 9-10 billion people without destroying the planetary conditions we depend on. In '10 Billion Mouths', we meet the entrepreneurs, policy makers, farmers, scientists and citizens who are showing a new and better way of providing the food we need. Hundreds of millions of small-scale farmers will be able to produce food sustainably. Plant production processes can become data-driven. Previously wasted food can be used to improve social equity. And sustainable diets can be healthier and more nutritious than those many people choose today. The challenges with our current food system are clear. Now it's time to look at the solutions: this is how we nutritiously feed 10 billion mouths.

Among Roots focuses on the struggle against GMO and hybrid seeds carried on by the volunteers and supporters of Karaot Seed Association, which preserves the local seeds that are about to disappear and also tries to reproduce and maintain them.

Animal
Director: Cyril Dion
France, 2020, 105'
The 6th mass extinction of animal species, a crisis that has decimated 50% of the world’s wildlife over the last 50 years. Our lifestyle has not only generated climate change but has also destroyed many of the earth’s natural resources and millions of animal species that are nonetheless vital for our survival.
Animal is the story of Bella and Vipulan, two teenagers who are symbolic of a generation crying out its concern for the future. Ecology is their battle. When confronted with the limits of their militant actions they set out on a voyage of discovery around the world to understand how they can have a positive impact on this mass extinction of wild animals and the sustainability of our planet. Through their experiences and encounters, they realise that the problem has to be dealt with at its roots: how can we change the way we live in order to coexist respectfully with other forms of life.

A World to Shape
Director: Ton van Zantvoort
Netherlands, 2022, 52'
Nienke Hoogvliet (1989) and Dave Hakkens (1988) represent a new generation of contemporary Dutch Designers. This generation is acutely aware that raw materials are depleting, energy is scarce, and globalisation is driving new forms of small-scale production. As makers, they don’t care about existing boundaries between art, design and science. Nienke’s mission is to make the world’s second most polluting industry – the clothing industry – more sustainable by her research on seaweed as a sustainable alternative to toxic chemicals for giving colour to textiles. Dave’s ambition is equally ambitious. His recent project attempts to establish a living and working community that uses a minimal carbon footprint. 
In A World to Shape, director Ton van Zantvoort guides you through the respective ingenuity of Nienke and Dave. Though they think differently, they are set on improving the world in their own inimitable ways. Where many people might see problems, Nienke and Dave envisage solutions. But how realistic are their ambitions? To find out, we join Dave and Nienke on their audacious quests.

Bigger Than Us
Director: Flore Vasseur
France, 2021, 96'
Shot in Malawi, Lebanon, Brazil, Greece, Indonesia, Uganda and the USA, Bigger Than Us sheds the light on a young generation, fighting for human rights, freedom of expression, climate, social justice, access to education and food, and a liveable climate. Aged 18 to 25, they tell us how to strive and what it means to be alive in a world of confusion.
In Indonesia, Melati leads an effort to fight the plastic pollution ravaging her country. Mohamad is a Syrian refugee who built a school when he was still a teenager himself to teach Syrian refugee children living in temporary camps in Lebanon. Winnie began organizing as a teenager and succeeded in changing the legal marriage age from 15 to 18 in Malawi. Memory bought herself an education by carrying food to her teachers in Uganda and now helps refugee farmers in her country learn permaculture to rehabilitate soils ravaged by chemical pesticides and overuse. All of them set an admirable and inspiring example in their quest to preserve human dignity and protect the natural environment, and to engage passionately in something “bigger than us.”

Different Village

Turkey, 2022, 10'
Bedriye Berber Engin, who lives in the Kurşunlu village of Bilecik, changed the lives of many women living in the village with herself. Bedriye's adventure of reading books, which started at a young age, took her to meet eco-tourism. The dream that started in the book came true. Bedriye not only introduced her village to the world, but also initiated reverse migration from the city to the village, created income for the women living in the village and contributed to the development of the village. Now, this village welcomes its guests from many cities such as Istanbul, Ankara, Eskisehir and even from abroad every weekend. Women living in the village cook from the products they produce, organize workshops in their gardens and introduce local flavors to local and foreign tourists. We watch the story of Bedriye and the other 3 women living in the village in this movie.

She inspires those around her with a vision of a more secure future for their island home.

Dreams, Effort and Pandemic

Knight of the vineyard, wandering orchardman, chef behind the window, natural craftsman and teacher of the flowers. Dreams, Effort and Pandemic is a portrait of five young entrepreneurs who live their dream and fulfil it with work. Together with them, we will see how to consume locally, think sustainably and at the same time be an inspiration to others.

Duty of Care – The Climate Trials

Belgium, 2022, 57'
A true crime documentary about courts, climate change, and the unknown lawyer(s) who might just save the world. Duty of Care tells the exclusive, inside story of Roger Cox, the first and only lawyer to have successfully sued a government and an oil giant in landmark court cases that established catastrophic climate change can be made illegal. Roger’s ground-breaking cases against the Dutch government and oil major Shell established that those in power owe a duty of care to citizens to avoid catastrophic climate change, stunning legal experts and sending shockwaves through parliaments and corporate boardrooms around the world, and led to a wave of international climate cases. This is a character-driven journey through the highs and lows of his trials, featuring a cast of creative lawyers, activists, and ordinary citizens pursuing what they see as the legal showdown of the century. Their story is set against interviews with world-leading experts on the principles of justice that can be applied to the greatest challenge humanity has ever faced.

Do the realities of collapse spell only paralyzing despair, or is there something positive we can take from this?

Filmed with local crews around the world from the Andes to Sierra Leone, For Tomorrow (narrated by Daisy Ridley) is the story of grassroots innovators dedicated to fighting some of today’s most pressing sustainability issues. Through actions, big and small, everyday changemakers are tackling local problems and inspiring their communities with ingenuity, resilience and vision. Whether it’s a solar-powered car built from electronic waste, or soaps and detergents made from food scraps by someone with no chemistry background, grassroots solutions are setting the planet on a more sustainable path. For a real breakthrough, governments and the private sector must recognize these unlikely innovators and celebrate them just as do those from Silicon Valley. "Minds on the margin are not marginal minds"

Green Nettle

When the wastelands on the slopes of Mount Kenya were given to poor local farmers to provide livelihood for them, they began  producing sustainable material from large stinging nettles growing there. Through cooperation with a clothing brand, Green Nettle makes fabric from stinging nettles that can grow on the steep slopes of Mount Kenya National Park.

Hell or Clean Water
Director: Cody Westman
Canada, 2021, 88'
A former fisherman who just 10 years earlier thought nothing of tossing garbage out of his truck window, Shawn Bath has an epiphany when he starts diving the harbours of his native Newfoundland. He finds ocean floors covered with debris – truck tires, boat parts, fishing equipment, ghost nets, household junk and “disposable” plastics of every description. Realization quickly turns to obsession, as Shawn dedicates himself to cleaning up the rotting mess. He begins single-handedly hauling out thousands of pounds of tires and countless bags of trash, a toxic stew that is killing marine life and is surely making its way through the food chain to the human population. With no help from the government and only meagre online donations, he soon finds himself with less than $10 in his bank account, creditors calling daily and a stressed relationship with a supportive but very concerned girlfriend. But in the face of all this, the one thing that Shawn Bath never loses is hope. And that’s what makes it possible for a single person to start something that just might change the world.

Impact Networks: Creating Change in a Complex World

USA, 2022, 19'
How do purpose-driven networks create lasting change by embracing interdependence and generating impact through collaboration? This film explores the patterns impact networks follow to accelerate learning and collaboration leading to social and environmental change. We hear the voices of six accomplished network leaders behind some of the most successful large-scale collaborative efforts around the globe—from land stewardship to migrant rights. Given the increasing complexity of the issues we face as a society, our ability to form, grow, and work through networks has never been more essential.

La Frontiére
Director: Cyril Verrier 
Switzerland, 2021, 55’
In the film, we accompany a biologist responsible for the implementation of renaturation solutions, the most coherent with the activities already present in the field. A series of hedgerows planted to ensure bocage continuity is a typical means of providing food and shelter for small mammals involved in an ecosystem that includes cultivated fields and wild lands. Compromises are made to allow continued passage with farm machinery. The viewer discovers that it is possible to observe significant changes in biodiversity if one is attentive to the smallest phenomena, such as the return of butterflies that had disappeared. Through the testimonies of involved farmers, we learn that synergies between animals, plants and farms increasingly make it possible to do without chemical substitutes, those that have long accompanied the productivist approach on which agriculture is still largely dependent. From the scouting in the middle of winter, to the informal meetings between participants discussing in the middle of the heat wave, the film shows from the inside an experience of active awareness but not without its paradoxes, particularly how to reconcile issues as remote as profitability and biodiversity.

Living in a Postcard
Director: Christian Nicoletta
Italy, 2021, 52'
For years tourism has sold us an idealised image of tourist destinations, ever increasing, creating economic growth but also  drastically transforming,  to the point of irreversibly distorting these postcard images. The problems caused by overtourism have become very clear to the tourist operators and administrators.  They look for solutions but are lacking the means and a common vision. 
Living in a Postcard embarks us on a journey between Cinque Terre, London, Venice, Barcelona and the Norwegian fjords, where we discover the root causes of these problems and if they will still exist after the pandemic. “Responsible Tourism” suggests that it is possible to have a tourism model that cares about residents and their needs. Sometimes the citizens organise civic groups that ask the administration to not look at tourism as the only resource for the city, or the administrations try to tackle overtourism. The online tourism platforms propose the same tourism model in every destination. Another global tourism economy is cruise tourism.  When Covid-19 arrived in March 2020, tourism stopped, the problems associated with tourism have gone.  But have they really disappeared?

Menstrual Man
Director: Amit Virmani
India, Singapore, 2013, 63'
In this improbable success story, a poor and uneducated Indian helps supply rural women with sanitary napkins. Muruganantham devoted years to the development of easy-to-produce pads. After discovering his wife's rudimentary means of managing her period, he went on a quest to provide low cost sanitary towels to rural Indian women. It’s an enjoyable and briskly paced tale with dark undertones, because menstrual hygiene is far from ideal among India’s poor population, and Muruganantham himself has been cast as suspect and perverse. Infections are common, and menstruation is accompanied by superstition and fear. Something as simple as sanitary napkins can improve the lives of thousands of women. They still play a central role in Muruganantham’s life, and he crisscrosses India setting up factories and transforming himself into quite a social entrepreneur in the process. Dryly humorous, he explains his inspirational vision both to camera and in voice-over, and short scenes from Indian Bollywood films illustrate his words. We follow him to lectures on his unique "women-to-women" business model, and to remote villages where women such as the resolute Guddiya talk about their escape from poverty made possible by the factory: "My mindset has changed. I have built a new life for myself."

Tandem Local
Director: François Legrand, Marc-Antoine Boyer, Ludovic Bollette
Belgium, 2021, 86'
The Tandem Local team travels by bike through the Belgian countryside, giving a voice to the citizens who, in the four corners of the country, are every day inventing new food models that are fairer and more inclusive. What do they have in common? Local action! In this epic trip, the team meets sustainable local food actors and shows us that a distributed food system with proper scale, respecting local people, nature and culture is possible. These actors who are small scale farmers can produce food locally, independent from the risks associated with the global market driven by multinational corporations. The volunteer team of Tandem Local  discovers a new perspective of living and producing food all around Belgium and think that eating local food is the main key for a sustainable future.

The Big Reset – Cities
Director: Lillian Chan
Canada, 2020, 3'
In this short interview with reknowned designer Bruce Mau on what kind of urban life changes we can hope for in a post-COVID19 world, he talks about today’s world as an interconnected urban system and what opportunities we may have in the future of replacing our "stupid old ways" with reinvented basic tools and shifting our focus from us as humans to all life on the planet.

The Last Tourist
Director: Tyson Sadler
Canada, 2022, 100'
Travel is at a tipping point. From Caribbean beaches to remote villages in Kenya, forgotten voices working in the shadow of tourism reveal the real conditions and consequences of one of the largest industries in the world. Tourists are unintentionally destroying the very things they have come to see. Overtourism has magnified its impact on the environment, wildlife, and vulnerable communities around the globe. Filmed in over 16 countries and guided by the world’s leading tourism and conservation visionaries, The Last Tourist reveals tourism’s impact through interviews from travel experts, tour operators, academics, as well as travellers and service workers in host communities who are leveraging tourism to improve their quality of life. The role of the modern tourist is on trial. We need to rethink the way we travel or else our impact will be irreversible. We, as travellers, have the opportunity to be the driving force that paves a new way to travel. A more thoughtful way that protects both people and places, and secures a positive future for destinations and host communities for generations to come.

The North Drift
Director: Steffen Krones
Germany, 2022, 94’
A German beer bottle washed ashore on an island in the Lofoten Islands in the Arctic Ocean that is inaccessible on foot. Did it really come from Germany? Dresden-based filmmaker Steffen Krones begins building buoys to track the paths of plastic waste through German and international waters. Steffen travels north with the buoys – a road trip that opens his eyes to the state of our waters and the need for change. Together with his friend and neighbor, aspiring industrial designer Paul Weiß, he begins building GPS buoys capable of traveling to the North Sea. With the support of renowned marine biologists and scientists such as Dr. Lars Gutow and Dr. Melanie Bergmann, he tries to document the course of plastic waste first in the Elbe and finally in the North Sea and examines the connections to pollution in the polar sea. We also meet Steffen’s Inuit friend Kris, who as a travel companion in the Arctic Ocean wants to bring tourists closer to the beauty of nature, and also to the influence of humans through plastic pollution. They both share the desire to put an end to the pollution of nature with plastic waste. Their stories, their ups and downs in the struggle to find a solution, interweave and show that we are all part of the cycle and each individual has the power to make a difference.

The Power of Activism

Australia, 2021, 53'
In an emotional and revealing journey, The Power of Activism shines a positive new light on a group of young female activists who are risking it all to change the future thinking of governments and major companies. In a true 'David versus Goliath' style, these inspirational scientists and conservationists challenge the thinking of out-dated practices that are contributing to climate change. Giving the work of these women a new dimension, one of Australia's top actuaries investigates their actions to calculate the financial value of each of their projects… and the results are astonishing. From sacred ground above Byron Bay to Antarctica, Indonesia and to Pakistan, the women apply their energies to shark conservation, factory farming and antibiotic resistance, indigenous practices, the fight against pollution and the subsequent environmental and human health impact these issues are having. The Power of Activism moves beyond a critique of the world's inaction on climate change, it celebrates the example set by this group of gutsy future-proofers… and actually puts a dollar value on the work they are doing.

The Seeds of Vandana Shiva

How did the willful daughter of a Himalayan forest conservator become Monsanto’s worst nightmare? The Seeds of Vandana Shiva tells the remarkable life story of Gandhian eco-activist Dr. Vandana Shiva, how she stood up to the corporate Goliaths of industrial agriculture, rose to prominence in the organic food movement, and inspired an international crusade for change.
Vandana Shiva is a modern-day revolutionary, and for forty years has been fighting a heroic battle on behalf of humanity and the ecologically besieged natural systems that support us. But she is opposed by powerful multinational corporations invested in continuing their degenerative but lucrative agricultural practices. By profiling one of the greatest activists of modern times, the film looks at the epic struggle over who controls the world’s food systems, and asks the question, who will prevail?
